Negative Answer

This also was answered In the
negative with the statement that
one of the results of such a proced-
ure would be the legislative consoli-
dation of the governments of the
city and county of Milwaukee, and
that aside from many practical dif-
ficulties there are many legal ob-
stacles, M disclosed In the report of
Interim committee on clty-countv
government consolidation in 1927

4. "Can the legislature vest 'in
such a new city all the govern-
mental power now vested In the
towns, villages, rltles and county
government of Milwaukee?"

For reasons of uniformity and
others which are given the opinion
held this cannot be done forcibly
without nn amendment to the state
constitution

The other questions, whether such
a new city could assume the finan-
cial obligations of the terminated
underlying government and whether
such a new city could start anew as
to debt limit or would have to as-
sume the old obligations were ans-
wered by stating that the former
obligation-) would have to be assum-
ed If such a consolidation were pos-
sible.

The opinion delved into the var-
ious legal obstacles and angles at
length.

The result of the ruling In that
the plans to bring about a consoli-
dation of governments In Milwau-
kee county by forced action of the
legislature will suffer somewhat of
a set-back and that any merging
which Is clone w i l l have to be ac-
complished by the voluntaiy action
of the vatious governmental units
there, unless and unti l the state
consti tut ion Is amended to give this
right to the legislature

dates inclusive in any and all of the
•waters of Mconlight bay Jackson hai-
hoi, Bailev s haiboi, Washington haibor,
Fagle harbor, T'gg harboi, North bay.
Fish Cieek harbor, Detioit haibor, Ivit-
tle Sturgeon ba\ Rovvlev's bay and
Biley a bay, as desrubpd under the pio-
visions of sectirn 21) J45 of the Wiscon-
sin Statutes and all located Adjacent to

the shores of Door county and the waters
of Green Bay and Lake Michigan.

Section 1 WHEREAS, m accordance
with the power and authotity delegated
.o the State Conservation Commission of

Wisconsin, by and under the provisions
of section 29 174 of the Wisconsin Stat-
utes, the aforesaid State Conservation
Commission of Wisconsin, on its own
motion, has caused due examination and
nvestigation to be made of the water

areas known as Moonlight bay, Jackson
larbor, Bailev's harbor, Washington
:iarbor Eagle harbor. Egg haibor. North
say, Fish Creek harbor, Detroit harbor.
Little Sturgeon bay, Ro« lej 's bay and
Riley s baj, all located adjacent to the
shores of Door county and the waters
of Green Bay and Lake Michigan, and
fully described under section 29 345 of
the Wisconsin Statutes, and verily be-
lieves that a regulation should b« pass-
ed by them prohibiting the taking, catch-
ing, killing, and fishing for large-mouth
black bass (Aplites salmoides) and small-
mouth black bass (Micropterus dolom-
leu) in these waters, in each year for
the period of time beginning on June 19
and ending the following June 30, both
dates inclusive, and

Section 2 WHEREAS, upon the evi-
dence presented after examination and
investigation by them, the State Conser-
vation Commissirn of Wisconsin does
hereby find and determine that it is rea-
sonably necessarv, in order to secure
the perpetuation and maintenance of an
adequate supply of large-mouth black
bass (Aplites salmoides) and small-
mouth blaUc bass (Micropterus dolom-
leu), and to provide safe retreats in
which such fish may ha\e an cuportnn-
ity to properly spawn, raise their >oung,
and leplemsh themselves, that it is nec-
essary to ptohibit the taking, catching,
killing or fishing for them In anv man-
ner in the areas hereinafter described
In section thiee of thh ordei

Section 3 IvOtt, THEREFORE, the
State Conservation Commission of Wis-
consin, on its own motion does heieby
order and declare, under and puisuant
to the ptovisions of section 29174 of the
Wisconsin Statutes, that there shall be a
closed season in each year for the per-
iod of time beginning on Tune 19 and
ending the following Tune 30, beta dates
inclusive, foi the taking catching, kill-
ing, or fishing fo t , in any manner, anv
laige-mouth black bass (Aplites salmoi-
des) and "small-mouth black bass (Mi-
cropterus dolomieu) in any and all the
waters of Moonlight bay, Jackson har-
boi, Bailev s haibci, Washington harbor.
Eagle harbor Egg harbor, North baj.
Fish Creek haibor Detroit harbor Little
Stugeon bay, Rowlev s bay, and Rilev s
bav all located adjacent to thp shoies
of Door county and the waters cf Gieei
Bay and Lake Michigan, and ai describ-
ed under ihe provisions c»f section 29115
of the Wisconsin Statutes and that the
provisions of subset tion (1) of section
29 19 rf the Wisconsin Statutes be modi-
fied to conform lo the regulations incor-
potated in thii order

Section 4 IT IS FURTHER ORDER-

sei \a t lon Commissio-n 01 Depaitment of
Wisconsin, its agents, dpputv consetvi-
tion waulpns or lepresentatives of the
Fisheries Division of such Commission or
Department from taking or fishing for
large-mouth black bass (Aplites sal-
moides) and small-mouth black bass

Section 5 THIS ORDER shall be ef-

fective upon the approval of the Gov-
ernor and after publication in the official
state paper, namely, the Shebovgan
Press of Sheboygan, Wisconsin, the
Gieen Bay Press Gjuette of Green Bay,
Wisconsin, and the Door County Advo-
cate of Stuigeon Bay, Wisconsin, which
papers are deemed advisable to tairly
advise the residents of the communiU
affected by the provisions cf this order

vestigation to be made of the inland
